What follows is an abbreviated version of 

our report to the 3rd Council meeting held 

on 20 February 2010 in District 410B: 

  

“1. GOALS: 

 

The progress we are making towards attain-

ing the goals we set at the beginning of this 

year, is as follows:

New members +75 (net) We had a net growth of 24 by the end of Jan 

2010. The chances of meeting our goal is 

slim but we refuse to give up. 

New clubs 3 One so far. Unfortunately no other potential 

club is on the horizon 

Branch Clubs 1 None as yet, but it is only a question of time 

before Port Alfred is born. Jeffrey’s Bay is 

also a possibility 

Leo Clubs 2 None as yet but Uitenhage will launch one 

before end of March. PE Host will in all 

probability follow suit , hopefully to be fol-

lowed by King Williams Town 
  

Retention 20% drop 

in losses 

As on 31 Jan, we had lost  39  members. We 

are positive in achieving our goal but the fact 

is that a possible drop of 20% is still not 

good enough. 

Admin/ Finance 80% im-

provement 

At the end of Dec no MMR was outstanding 

for longer than two months. This milestone 

was mainly achieved due to the persisting 

effort by our CS Bets. The financial side does 

not look so rosy and will be discussed later in 

the report 
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2. PLANNING 

At a planning meeting held 

on 15 Jan, the District’s 

Long Term Success Plan 

was reviewed. Slight 

changes were affected. This 

revision includes the align-

ment of each Key Success 

Area with the Vision state-

ment. This plan will be 

used by Cabinet in order to 

ensure that short term plan-

ning remains focussed on 

the longer term picture. 

 

As reporting has been a 

concern for some time, in-

struments (pro forma) were 

also developed to assist 

Club Presidents and Cabi-

net Officers to measure and 

report on progress in 

achieving goals. These re-

ports will in future have to 

be compiled and be submit-

ted on a monthly and not 

quarterly basis. Cabinet 

approved these changes. 

 

3. CABINET 

The 3rd Cabinet meeting 

was held on 30 January and 

was well attended. It was a 

lengthy meeting during 

which time was allocated to 

deliberate on the “ heart 

beat” of the Clubs and 

Cabinet itself. 

Specific issues were 

raised  and debated, one 

being that the computerised 

era has lead to a demise in 

personal contact. This will 

now be addressed. Mem-

bers agreed that it was a 

constructive and productive 

meeting 

 

 4. COMMUNICATION 

Regular and constructive 

contact (telephonic and 

written) with Clubs are 

being maintained, although 

I would love to increase its 

frequency. The news letter 

has been reported on. 

  

 5. FINANCE  

Five clubs were placed un-

der financial suspension. 

We have proof of payment 

for four of these Clubs prior 

to them having been placed 

under suspension and in-

formed LCI accordingly. 

The latest notice from LCI 

does not contain their 

names but only that of Ab-

erdeen, with whom we are 

still busy trying to  arrange 

a meeting. 

 

Our District will be the first 

to acknowledge  that we 

have not had the same suc-

cess with the payment of 

dues as we had with 

MMR’s. Hopefully we will 

prevent this embarrassment 

in future through the  pro 

active measures we have 

put in place. In the end 

however, it is up to Clubs to 

pay their dues timeously.  

 

6. CLUB VISITS 

Visits to Clubs during 

March/April are being 

scheduled, These visits will 

be a follow-up  of the zone 

workshops we held during 

September last year. One of 

its objectives will be to  

PR/Marketing 1.

 December each 
year is mainly de-
voted to raise funds 
to finance commu-
nity projects the fol-
lowing year. 

 The logic behind 
this is quite simple 
when taking into ac-
count the thousands 
of people who spend 
their hard earned 
money in, what we 
believe, one of the 
best holiday venues 
of them all. 

Our main fundraising 
project is the FOOD 

AND WINE FESTI-
VAL which has been 
running for close to 
fifteen years. Last 
year we broke all re-
cords in that some 
1 600 wine tasters 
and a further 400 
odd children and non 
wine tasters at-
tended the festival 
during the two days. 
The output in wine 
sales and entrance 
fees amounted to  
R 243 000 ( breaking 
the previous best by 
some R 40 000), of 
which approximately 
R 80 000 was  

“earned” for Lions. 

 The other notewor-
thy event was the 
annual Golf sponsor-
ship which attracted 
a full field of 108 
players. 

Although a substan-
tial amount was 
raised, the main 
benefit was the

The following is an 

article I wrote for 

a local newspaper: 

“When the starving shoot 

themselves in the foot 

The King William’s Town 

Lions Club recently erected 

a Food Tunnel to start a 

project where vegetables 

could be grown.  The idea 

of this food tunnel was to 

give assistance to those in 

the community who are 

affected by AIDS. 

According to Dr Elizabeth 

Musaba there are more than 

400 AIDS orphans in the 

greater King William’s 

Town area who are in the 

care of their grandmothers.  

They are largely destitute 

and the families have no 

real means to support them. 

The food tunnel would 

have supplied work for a 

number of currently unem-

ployed persons to grow 

vegetables in the Food 

Tunnel, supervised by 

members of the Lions Club 

of King William’s Town.  

These vegetables would be 

used to feed some of the 

hungry children and the 

balance would be sold.  

The proceeds would be 

used to plant further vege-

tables and also assist those 

in need. 

“Our dream is to see this 

project grow and expand 

until we have a virtual farm 

out there” says project con-

vener Russell Volker, 

“imagine the number of 

people we can assist.” 

Sadly this is not to be, or 

will it? 

A scant 3 weeks after the 

tunnel was erected and as 

Lions prepared to plant the 

first seedlings, it is now 

gone, either stolen or de-

stroyed, ripped apart and 

carried away for absolutely 

no good reason.  Is this 

how we are repaid for try-

ing to assist the hungry and 

employed?  Is this why the 

thousands of starving in the 

country remain starving 

because the work of small 

groups of Service Organi-

sations is trashed by the 

criminal element in this 

country who themselves 

stand to benefit from these 

projects. 

Lions Beware  
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It is not just the money but 

also the time and effort by 

so few to assist the masses 

that is now laid waist. 

Will we give up? No, we 

will remain on the fore-

front, serving those in need 

and less fortunate than our-

selves.  After All the Lions 

Moto is simple, “We 

Serve”. 

We beg the persons out 

there who perpetrated this 

crime, do not be short sited, 

do not take the easy route, 

this is for the good of the 

whole community, so when 

you see the next tunnel 

arise, remind yourself that 

it is placed there by some-

one who cares.
